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1. School’s background and current situation:

Our school is located on a hill in Jimuling St., Gongliao Dist. The students are
adolescent girls who have dropped out of middle school, whose families are disabled,
who are unable to successfully complete compulsory education and who have been
ruled by the court for the needs of protection. The time for students to come and leave
school depends on the individual. They must live in dormitory; therefore, the school is
an independent transition school with both educational and tutoring functions.

There are currently 3 classes, 2 in the junior high school and 1 in the vocational

high school (Dept. of Beautification). There are 12 students and 12 teachers.
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2. School characteristics:

(1) Pay attention to the students’ academic development, provide adaptive education,
and cultivate students' learning ability and adaptability after returning original school.
(2) Cooperate with various resources to provide diversified courses and cultivate
students' multiple skills in vacation courses, including nail license, baking license,
hairdressing license, and beauty license.

(3) Combine community resources to promote cultural landscape, hire local farmers to
teach students to grow fruits, vegetables, and other crops; cooperate with neighboring
school, Shuangxi High School to conduct international education about foreign
teacher courses; visit Bitou Trail to record an introductory video; conduct activities
near the seaside including rock climbing, snorkeling, canoeing and other courses.

(4) Students learn by doing, through the implementation of outdoor education courses,
integrating community service, environment, life and other service learning courses to
deepen the meaning of experiential education.
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
